“Trying to condense my thoughts and process this trip has been harder than I would 
have imagined. My overall feelings are that I am generally encouraged while 
simultaneously feeling very sad and overwhelmed.  The people in Uganda are 
beautiful and genuine relationships were made in such a small amount of time. 
Incredible needs were shared and daily hardships were ever evident. I was 
encouraged by striking and deep joy expressed when talking to believers there. A 
highlight for me was hearing such awe-inspiring testimonies of the believers’ faith 
in the midst of conflict, spiritual warfare and intense trials. I was also amazed by 
their worship.”
